· Would like to see everything on one page do not wish to scroll down for more information.
· More vibrant colors.
· When you click on each individual tab at top of page it takes you to the pertinent information guest is seeking.
· Pictures in the middle slides or rotates out to new picture
· A book now box or button that includes a calendar
· A swoosh at the bottom of the page
· All information on the bottom of page may be accessed by clicking on the icon or word, the word need to be individually underlined.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]I like the first design is best but with the widget box on this should have the calendar for booking a reservation that migrates to each page instead of specials. All booking calendars must be above the fold, on my Dell laptop it is below. 
· I like the swoosh but feel it should be at the bottom, not the top. The tabs should stand out more like they do in the top link design. The RPF is an industry term it does not make sense to have its own tab; maybe that should be placed under Meeting/Events tab
· HOME/PHOTO GALLERY/DINING/SHUTTLES & TICKETS/ABOUT/MEETINGS & EVENTS
· I like the pop up on the first top link design with the photos but feel that should be where we feature special packages or events, like the Hotel Felix web site
         I am not going to comment on the existing text as we will work on that once we get the overall design nailed down.  I imagine you have heard that our new copywriter, Francesca is working on new homepage content. 
         I am not wowed by either of these two designs.  They look very similar to what we have now, with a larger hero image inserted. I actually prefer our existing website with scrolling images to either of the two you sent us. Our existing site is cleaner and easier to read, though ours lack the “in your face” booking prompting we would like to see.  
         Of the two you sent, I prefer the #2 link, which has the swoosh design, however; I have a lot of issues with it as it is now.  The hotel logo(and weather icons) on top left are very difficult to see against the photo background but also seem oddly off center. I imagine this was meant to be located in the white box which is up in that corner.  I like the way Hotel Felix fades the image in the corner, so while still on top of the image your logo still pops.  It looks much better than a text box holding the logo. 
         The “special” box overlaid on the hero image is out of place, as is the “photo gallery” link laying in the image.  The photo gallery should be easy to find, but it does not need to be laying over the hero image. I would rather add it to the menu or include it in a drop down menu under “About” tab. 
         We wanted to have a easy to use booking calendar which would overlay the image and it was my understanding that it would carry over onto every page.  You are the expert, so you can tell me if it is better to have it on the right or left hand of the image, but I believe that is what we need in place of the special box.
         I like the “Relax & Enjoy” box, but wonder if it makes it too much overlay when we have the logo and calendar there too.  It may be OK for balance.
         The swoosh is nice and some have mentioned they would prefer it at the bottom. I am not sure I like that idea.  It seems a nice way to highlight the navigation bar, which I believe looks better at the top, though when we met before you were doing some A/B testing to see which was most effective in terms of bookings.  What was the result?  Do we need to think about that? Can you show us a “B” design that would have a left of page alignment for a navigation bar?  
         The website does not fit onto my monitor and I am forced to use scroll left and right to see all of it.  I hope the responsiveness will address different monitor sizes and not just device differences.
         Already mentioned by Angie: “RFP” has no place on the nav bar…should be in the body of the Meetings and Events tab. (For hotels without meeting space, perhaps they can use “Groups and Events” )
         Don’t see anything about different languages for the site.  I know we need to provide multi-language content, but should have a design element which will allow the user to switch languages on the home page.
         The #1 link was very basic and lacks all the touches we were expecting.  It is a step backward from where we are at today.  I like the idea of a panel of special offers running below the hero image(like at Hotel Felix website,) but think the photo gallery in the below image location is too much.  Looks very crowded and hate the menu bar being split on top and bottom of page…why are Our Hotel Photos, Things to Do and Specials and Packages situated at bottom of the page?  (note: Specials” is already a tab at the top of page.) 
         I do not like that I have to scroll down to even see that there is descriptive information (and other items) at the bottom of the page.  There should be “Grabs you” information before the content falls off the monitor and a “More” button to expose a drop down to complete the descriptive text. 
         We discussed having dynamic driving directions and don’t know what the little map widget is supposed to represent.  How will this perform?  We need it to function as driving directions to and from the hotel by entering an address.  The hotel’s address should be pre-populated in both the “to” and “from” options.   I do not think this belongs on our home page.  There should be a sub heading on the “About” tab with “Driving Directions” or “Location.” 
         I see no reason to sign up for the newsletter.  There needs to be a compelling reason to do so. See our existing site which describes the benefit of signing up for the newsletter.  Sign up for our newsletter to receive regular updates about our exciting seasonal discount package offers.
         I think we need to see a little more creative from your team as these two examples are not close to what we will be happy with.
·          We have created a long list of items we needed to address on our existing sites and found at leat 65 different items which needed attention.  Paul Naas and Jennifer had the list and I wonder if you ever had the complete list.  This would be very helpful in determining what we really want to see in our new websites.  If you need a copy of that list I am sure we can give it to you.  It is a living document as I know some items probably have dropped off the list since the last version I received.
